Medicine for Cuban Christians and their neighbours
Please help fill a suitcase with medicines and other supplies for Cuba, by January 4.

My colleagues and | will visit a Protestant Seminary in Cuba. The trip helps us learn from
Christians in a different culture, and observe the Holy Spirit's work there.

Many Cubans live in poverty, particularly in remote areas. It's difficult for them to obtain
medications and other essential goods. We will take medical supplies and other essentials with
us. How can you help? Help me fill my Cuba travel bag with any of the following items.

Non-prescription medications in unopened, sealed packages
Brand name meds or generic equivalents, such as

Tylenol or Acetaminophen (adult and children’s)

Advil or lbuprophen

Benadryl

Zantac

Decongestants

Vitamins, including Multi-vitamins with Iron (for nursing mothers), children’s
Multi-vitamins, and Vitamins B1, B6, B12, E, A, D and Calcium

Prescription medications
Must include enough for a complete treatment and expire later than May 2009. Pills must be
in blister packs or sealed packages:

E Systemic Antibiotics

E Topical Antibiotics (i.e. Polysporin) and antibiotic eye drops

E Anti-ulcer meds

E Anti-parasitic meds

E Anti-inflammatory meds

Other supplies: Bandaids and wound dressings; Toothpaste and toothbrushes
